At contemporary service end, attendees will be dismissed by the
ushers, row by row out thru the classroom next to the office.
Hymns and Scripture readings will be printed in the weekly
Bulletin.
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An offering plate will be placed at the exit.

The pews will be cleaned after every service in the Sanctuary.
Children will stay with their parents at all services.

Only people that live in the same household may sit together.
Doors will be open before and after the service but will be closed
during the service.

Drinking fountains are not to be used.

There will be no coffee in the Fellowship Hall.

No food or beverage will be served.

There will be no weekly Bible Study on Sunday. A Zoom Bible
Study will be held at 6:00 pm on Saturday night preceding the
Sunday service.

No hugs or handshakes until the virus is controlled.
